In order to submit an eligible application
for a Chevening Scholarship, you must:

e Be a citizen of a Chevening-eligible
country, and intend to return there
for a minimum of two years after
completing your award

e Hold an undergraduate degree

* Have at least two years’ work
experience before applying

e Not have previously received
funding from the UK government
to study in the UK

Before being awarded a scholarship,
selected candidates must also:

¢ Meet the Chevening English
language requirement

e Hold an unconditional offer
from a UK university
